Billing and Customer care

Description

Telecommunication carrier to carrier billing is a complex challenge, and it's not uncommon that companies lose money because they cannot handle such massive data. It is usually handled with enterprise-ready solutions like SAP or EHPT. However, I have manage to co-develop a scalable PHP, Perl and MySql architecture to handle data flow of up to 2 million data rows daily, and to replace hundreds of thousands of euro worth proprietary systems.

My main task is Interconnect billing, a complex piece of software that includes a massive rating application handling hundreds of million billing relevant rows, with a total financial volume of few dozens of million EUR. My tasks have initially been to continue development of a complex Perl back-end rating tool (Interconnect v1.0), advance this tool forward and then to the complete design and implementation of PHP and MySql architecture of Interconnect V2.0. This application comprises filling processes, rating processes and report builder parts, all grouped into a failure-proof fully automated system. Daily reports allow both a bottom-up or top-down view over the crucial billing relevant events happening inside the company. Often used to decide if a business case is profitable or not, the business intelligence part of the tool increases in importance day by day.

Besides this main task, I also developed a monitoring tool, a C2C web reporting application regarding value added services provided by the company. The tool became later a premium product, a step ahead of competition, and is used by customers to view traffic details, as well as daily snapshots of payment status data from Deutsche Telekom (the German national telecommunication carrier). With an innovative user interface, the multimonitor_Premium tool allows payment status comparison across periods of time, as well as call grouping and detailed reseller reports. Demo version access available on request.

Another developing task has been to implement a cross-systems notifications tool, used initially by me only as a system watcher, and later on as a stable department-wide error notification system, and even to automate weekly customer reports. This custom reporting system runs day and night and provides instant notifications via e-mail, SMS or logs over crucial business processes status. In case any error occurs, the involved system is locked; skilled manual intervention is required to understand the reasons and release the lock.

My analyst tasks also involve business intelligence reports performed using pivot tables in Excel or via customized scripts. I am also in charge of financial forecasting for the company’s Interconnect partners.

Description

A dynamic consumer portal, a community oriented website has demands that cannot be fulfilled with an external software company. My presence with the company has marked the beginning of an in-house development department. I have participated in a team growth of up to 35 developers, which is in itself an important achievement. Moving from a community oriented website into the high-demand price comparison area is also not an easy task, even for such a multinational company. 

My main development tasks have been:

· Maintenance and development of a massive PHP application (over 1 million lines of code) across three main redesigns.

· Integration, usage and maintenance of the Autonomy enterprise search leader DREs (Dynamic Reasoning Engines).

· In-house development and maintenance of the website search engine with PHP and MySql; handling queries in the range of hundreds per second.

· XML Integration and maintenance of Espotting.com paid results feeds. A backend queue of keywords is filled by a pair of intelligent backend scripts with XML data coming from an external feed.

· eBay API pilot integration and maintenance (dynamically based on page content via the eBay Editor Kit). I also participated in the eBay API pilot usage in Germany.

· Amazon API product data integration based on an open source class I developed.

· CVS branch merging across hundreds of files after a major redesign.

· Search engine optimization for the company's shopping website.

· Team work in an outstanding international developer environment.
